Hair color should be, or look like, a naturally occurring color. No extremes, crayola colors, blond/light
upper with black/dark lower, etc.) No shaved heads or shaved head designs.

Hair “adornments” are to be plain and simple headbands, clips, hair-ties that blend with Leonard’s
graduation black drape.

No hats

No nose, eyebrow, lip or face rings.

No clear or plastic posts or earrings! No covering earrings with bandages.

Earrings are to be worn by girls only and must be a small stud. No hoop or dangling earrings may be
worn.

Earrings must be limited to two in each ear, in the lobe of the ear only.

Jewelry should be modest. - Jewelry cannot be excessive in either quantity or style.

All visible skin should be free of any temporary or permanent tattoos, inking, artwork, etc.

Boys’ hair length should be no longer than the eyebrows in front and no longer than the top of the shirt collar in
back and trimmed around the ears no longer than three inches from the scalp.

No Extreme haircuts include, but are not limited to shaved designs on the head, man-buns or shaved head with
a ponytail or long piece of hair on top.

Hair should be, or look lie, a naturally occurring color. No extremes, crayola colors, blond/light upper with
black/dark lower, etc.)

Thin dreads are acceptable if not longer than 3 inches.

Mohawks, Mohawk fades and faux hawks, and “man buns” are not permitted

No nose, eyebrow, lip or face rings.

No clear or plastic posts or earrings! No covering earrings with bandages.

No hair “adornments” or hats.

Boys' faces will be clean shaven.

All visible skin should be free of any temporary or permanent tattoos, inking, artwork, etc.

Any LHS senior who choices not to follow these guidelines for their yearbook pose, will not be featured in the senior
section of the 2023-2024 yearbook.
